Results of the Adjusted Cohort Graduation Rate for the graduating class of 2011 show 58.58 percent of
District of Columbia public high school students graduating within four years. Of the 5058 students
within the cohort, 2963 obtained high school diplomas. Overall, half of District of Columbia schools
rated higher than the state average, with 6 area schools over 90% and DCPS’ Benjamin Banneker High
School achieving an impressive 100% graduation rate.
